ORDINANCE NO. 2080

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE GEOGRAPHICAL INFORMATION SYSTEM FORMAT
ZONING DISTRICT MAP OF THE CITY OF BILOXI, MISSISSIPPI OF 2003, AS AMEMDED,
TO INCLUDE DEPICTION OF THE LIMITS OF THE CONVENTION CENTER OVERLAY
DISTRICT UPON SAME— AND ALSO TO ACCOMPLISH CHANGES TO CHAPTER 23 OF
THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF BILOXI, MISSISSIPPI OF 1982, AS
AMENDED, TO PROVIDE SPECIFIC REVISIONS TO THE TEXT OF THE LAND
DEVELOPMENT ORDINANCE

WHEREAS, on Thursday, May 17, 2007, the Biloxi Planning Commission convened and
held a public hearing in the Auditorium of the Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., Municipal Building, 676
Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. Boulevard, Biloxi, Mississippi, to hear Case No. 07-055, City of Biloxi,
a charge extended to the Biloxi Planning Commission by the Biloxi City Council via Resolution
No0.129-07 passed on February 19, 2007, to review, analyze and consider a new Convention Center
Overlay District with other specific changes to the Land Development Ordinance as would apply to
this district, and to other districts in other parts of the city; and

WHEREAS, it should be noted that prior to the May 17" Public Hearing, on March 1, 2007,
the Biloxi Planning Commission met, and at that time, called for a Special Meeting of the Zoning
Text and Map Committee to be conducted on March 8, 2007 “fo investigate and determine
whether certain areas of the City should be considered for inclusion within a new zoning
Overlay District, tentatively titled The Convention Center District; and

WHEREAS, on March 15, 2007, after review of the Committee’s report, the Planning

Commission officially accepted the report of the Zoning Text and Map Committee and elected to
go forward with advertisement for Public Hearing, relative to proposed changes to the Land
Development Ordinance; and

WHEREAS, on May 17, 2007, the Biloxi Planning Commission, upon review of the
proposed text and overlay may changes, after input from citizens and some discussion, determined

that additional review and discussion would be necessary before rendering 2 final recommendation

to the City Council, and called for, a second meeting of the Zoning Text and Map Committee to be
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held on May 24, 2007; and

WHEREAS, on May 24, 2007, the Zoning Text and Map Committee again met, and after
some discussion, the Committee members proposed certain changes to the Land Development
Ordinance, which proposed modifications to the 1.DO, by zoning district classification, were

voted upon as follows:

1} A Map Overlay Designation, to be accomplished upon the ZONING DISTRICT MAP for the City of Biloxi, to designate
the area of the CONVENTION CENTER OVERLAY DISTRICT, to include ALL properties situated SOUTH of the CSX Railroad
Right-of-Way to the Mississippi Scund, from the Centeriine of DeBuys Road to the eastern boundaries of properties fronting
upon Rodenberg Avenue, EXCLUDING (LESS & EXCEPT) those properties currently included or identified as the Edgewater
Village Shopping Compiex, the Edgewater Mall Shopping Center, and the Edgewater Park Subdivision. In addition, all areas
currently zoned SB - Sand Beach are also EXCLUDED from this Overday District Designation.

2) Text changes fo the Land Deveiopment Ordinance will involve the creation of @ special section [ARTICLE 22] fo
specifically outline and address authorized exceptions o the Lot Density, Height, and Floor Area Ratio (FAR) standards set
forih in Table 23-12-1-A: District Dimensional Standards Table and Parking Requirements set forth in Table 23-15-2-A:

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WHEREAS, on June 7, 2007, the Biloxi Planning Commuission , after further citizen input
and discussion, voted to recommend that the Zoning Text and Map Committee again review the
text changes as proposed on June 14, 2007; and

WHEREAS, on June 14, 2007, the Zoning Text and Map Commitiee again met and
reviewed the proposed changes fo Section 23 of the Land Development Ordinance and rendered the

following recommendations:

1} A Map Overlay Designation, to be accomplished upon the ZONING DISTRICT MAP for the
City of Biloxi, to designate the area of the CONVENTION CENTER OVERLAY DISTRICT,
to include ALL properties situated SOUTH of the CSX Railroad Right-of-Way to the Mississippi
Sound, from the Centerline of DeBuys Road to the eastern boundaries of properties fronting upon
Roedenberg Avenue, EXCLUDING (LESS & EXCEPT) those properties currently included or
identified as the Bdgewater Village Shopping Complex, the BEdgewater Mall Shopping Center,
and the Edgewater Park Subdivision.

d} Article 21. Definitions and Interpretation is hereby amended to include the following additions to
Section 23-21-5 Terms and Uses Defined, as follows:

Full Kitchen-Commercial/Residential means an area within an approved multiple-family residential or
visitor accommaodation structure, specifically utilized for the preparation of food, the location of which shall
be situated within a separate room designated for that purpose within each unit. A Fuil Kitchen located
within a Commerciai/Residential unit shall include a full range of appiiances, of standard or greater size,

including but not limited to refrigerators, stoves and ovens, dishwashers, sinks, and cabinetry.

Kitchenette-Commercial/Residential means an area within an appreved multiple-family residential or
visitor accommodation structure, specifically utilized for the preparation of food, the location of which may
be open to an adjacent common living area within each such unit. A Kitchenette iocated within a
Commercial/Residential unit may contain a smaller range and size of appliances and amenities such as

“mini-iridges”, cook-tops, under-sized sinks and dishwashers; and

WHEREAS, on June 21, 2007, the Biloxi Planning Commission, upon careful reflection of

the Convention Center Overlay Dgstrict Boundaries, and the text changes offered to the Land

Development Ordinance, voted to accept the Zoning Text and Map Committee report and

recommended approval of same; and

WHEREAS, the Biloxi City Council, after careful consideration of all information

presented, hereby adopts the report and findings of the Biloxi Planning Commission and, in so

doing, determines that approvals of The Convention Center Overlay District, and the text changes

offered are appropriate, in Case No. 07-055, City of Biloxi.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF

BILOXI, MISSISSIPPIL, AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1.

That changes to certain Sections and standards in the text of Chapter 23 of the
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Land Development Ordinance of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Biloxi, Mississippi, of 1982,
as amended, is hereby further amended to include the addition of ARTICLE 22—A Map Overlay
Designation, to be accomplished in text format upon the ZONING DISTRICT MAP for the City of
Biloxi, to designate the area of the CONVENTION CENTER OVERLAY DISTRICT, to include
ALL properties situated SOUTH of the CSX Railroad Right-of-Way to the Mississippi Sound, from
the Centerline of DeBuys Road to the eastern boundaries of properties ﬁonting upon Rodenberg
Avenue, EXCLUDING (LESS & EXCEPT) those properties currently included or identified as the
Edgewater Village Shopping Complex, the Edgewater Mall Shopping Center, and the Edgewater
Park Subdivision. In addition, all areas currently zoned SB - Sand Beach are also EXCLUDED
from this Overlay District Designation; text changes to the Land Development Ordinance, to involve
the creation of a special section ARTICLE 22 fo specifically outline and address authorized
exceptions to the Lot Density, Height, and Floor Area Ratio (FAR) standards set forth in Table 23-
12-1-A: District Dimensional Standards Table and Parking Requirements set forth in Table 23-15-
2-A:  Off-street Parking Regquirements, and modifications to Section 23-13-5 Minimum District
Size With Specific Concerns and Article 21 Definitions and Interpretations, as set forth in
Exhibits “A” through “H,” attached hereto and mncorporated herein by reference. |

SECTION 2. All other provisions of said Chapter 23 of the Zoning Ordinance of the Code
of Ordinances of the City of Biloxi, Mississippi, of 1982, as amended, shall remain in full force and
effect.

SECTION 3.This ordinance shall become effective thirty days from and after its passage and publication

with law.
