The City operates under a strong Mayor-

Council form of government. The Mayor and
seven Council Members representing individual
wards are elected every four years.

The Biloxi City Council meets the first, third
and fourth Tuesdays of each month at City Hall,
located at 140 Lameuse Street. City Council agendas
are posted each week on the Biloxi website biloxi.ms.us.

The first step in developing a project in Biloxi, whether it’s a commercial, residential
or industrial project, is to call or visit the Planning Office in the Community
Development Department at (228) 435-6266 to identify any restrictions regulating
development in a specific location, such as permitted uses for the subject property’s
zoning classification, setbacks, height limits, and landscape requirements. This
information is defined in Biloxi’s recently updated Land Development Ordinance,
which may be reviewed online at biloxi.ms.us.  Development permits also are available
online and at the Community Development Department.
